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RESEARCH DESIGN AND METHODOLOGY

Sample Design

A The monthly national sample of 1,300 interviews has been designed as a complex, multi - stage, stratified
probability sample and is representative of the South African adult population aged 18 years and older.

The sample frame is based on the 2011 Census EA Sample Frame, which is regularly updated with the
latest population estimates.

A Province, race and geographic area type (metro/urban non -metro/rural) are used as the explicit strata  while
main place (magisterial district) and sub -place (suburb) have been used as the implicit strata
Geo-type, race group, main place and sub -place are determined by the sample design.

The enumerator areas (EAS) are used as the primary sampling units (PSUs) while the selected
households within the EAs are the secondary sampling units (SSUSs).

The number of households per EA have been considered as the measure of size (MSU).

In each PSU (i.e. EA) four households are systematically selected with equal probability.

The Kish Grid is used to randomly select a respondent to interview in each selected household.
Each monthly sample consists of 325 EAs with 4 interviews per EA.

The monthly sample of 1,300 is nationally representative of the South African adult population aged 18
years and older across all nine provinces and metro, urban and rural areas.

A Monthly, quarterly and annual sample weights have been developed to extrapolate the obtained sample to
national population statistics, using a robust scientific method.

A The results have an average margin of error of * 2 percentage points at a 95% confidence level.
